Prerequisites:  We prefer that you are enrolled in either the Major or Honours programme in Geography (or intending to).  This is not a requirement, however. You are not required to have taken any specific courses at 3rd or 4th year levels.  If there are more than 12 people who wish to enroll, preference will be given to Majors and Honours Geography students.

The exercises listed in the manual should be incorporated into your field book.  I will inspect your field books on occasion immediately after the day’s work to ensure that you are taking good notes. Do not revise or rewrite your field notes. The Short Assignments and the Term Assignment will be given to you at the end of the course.

There will be 7 short assignments, worth 5 % each, totaling 35%.  These will cover the eight days of the course and will roughly represent one assignment for each day (although assignments will draw on material from more than one day’s field research). Each short assignment should be 3 to 5 pages in length, and each should include at least one map or diagram. References are not required for the short assignments, and they will be based primarily on the information that you have recorded in your field notes. There will be a total of 8 possible short assignments, of which you will be asked to do 7 (seven). The short assignments will be due on 10 October at 12:00 pm (High Noon).
You will be asked to complete a Term Assignment as well.  The term assignment will involve an in-depth analysis of one of the short assignment topics – the one that you did not present a short assignment for.  The term assignment should be approximately 20 text pages in length, with additional pages for maps, diagrams, photographs etc.  References are required for the term assignment, and you are expected to do additional reading and research to complete it. The term assignment will be due on 31 October at 12:00 pm (High Noon).
