DRAFT MINUTES


President Doreen Whalen called the meeting to order and welcomed the  approximately 100  members in attendance.


The President asked that the order of agenda items 6 and 7 be reversed so that the Members' Forum would be the last item.  With this slight change, the agenda was adopted by consensus.

1. Minutes of the AGM, October 13, 2010:

Glenys Woodland moved that the minutes of the Annual General Meeting held on October 13, 2010 be accepted as distributed.  This motion was seconded by Edgar Williams.  Carried.

2. President's Report:

President Doreen Whalen reviewed the highlights of the written report which was distributed.  In particular she presented some statistics on MUNPA's membership and acknowledged the generous support that MUNPA receives from the University, particularly Human Resources and Computing and Communications. She highlighted MUNPA's endorsement of the University's Family Campaign and encouraged members to contribute to the MUNPA scholarship.  She also noted MUNPA's affiliation with CURAC and announced that MUNPA has been asked to host the next CURAC Annual General Meeting.  The Board of Directors will consider this request at its next meeting.

Ed Williams moved that the President's Report be received for information.  This motion was seconded by Christopher English.  Carried.

3. Financial Statements and Budget:

Treasurer Charlie Gosse reviewed the audited financial statements that were distributed.  He reviewed the current financial position of the Association, providing information on the investments.  He then moved that the audited financial statements be accepted as presented.  The motion was seconded by Sonja Jerkic.  Carried.

The proposed budget for the 2012-2013 fiscal year was reviewed.  Charlie noted that the proposed budget is a guideline only for the Board of Directors and is subject to change.  It was noted that funds will be needed should the Board decide to accept the proposal to host the   2013 CURAC meeting and that this has not been included in the budget plan presented.  Charlie moved that the proposed budget for the 2012-2013 fiscal year be accepted as a guideline for the Board.  This motion was seconded by Bob Lucas.  Carried

The Treasurer offered thanks to Harold Squires for auditing this year's financial statements.

4. Committee Reports:

The written Committee reports were reviewed and some items highlighted.  The President noted that the Awards Committee wished to remind members that the deadline for nominations for this year's Tribute Awards is July 31, and asked that members consider nominating deserving candidates.  Ed Williams commented on the report of the Constitution, Amendments and Bylaw Committee and asked that members wishing to provide comments or make suggestions contact him directly by email.

5. Other Reports:

The President noted also that this is the first year that there has been a representative on the Board from Grenfell College and so a West Coast report has been included in the documents.

Doreen also noted that Ed Williams is a member of the CURAC Board of Directors and attended the recent annual meeting in Regina.  Copies of the CURAC reports were included for information.  We have been asked to host the 2013 CURAC Annual Meeting and this proposal will be considered at the next meeting of the Board.  If we accept the proposal to host the meeting, a local organizing committee will be put in place and we will need the help of members outside the Board.

It was then moved by Evan Simpson, and seconded by Harold Squires, that these reports be received for information.  Carried.

6. Report of the Nominating Committee and Election of the Board of Directors:

The Nominating Committee's Report was presented by Evan Simpson and a call was made for further nominations from the floor.  No other nominations were forthcoming.  It was moved by Harold Squires, seconded by Christopher English, that nominations cease.  All nominees were declared elected by acclamation.
