Distance Courses and Special Delivery Fees

Applying for a Stafford Loan

Step-by-Step Process

1. 
Complete a FAFSA



Before you apply for a Stafford Loan, you must complete the 

Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). The 


FAFSA determines your eligibility for federal financial aid 


including Stafford Loans and you must complete it each 


year you require student loans.

A. After your FAFSA is processed, you will receive a Student Aid Report (SAR).  The SAR will not be sent to a foreign school automatically, as it is in the US. You will receive an electronic summary SAR, but YOU are responsible for providing your school with an official 8-page SAR.

You must request the 8-page SAR by calling

319-337-5665/ 1-800-4-FEDAID (1-800-433-3243), or it will be mailed to you if you leave your email address off of your application.

2. Apply Early


Make sure your approval is finalized and preferably arrives at 

your school prior to the beginning of the semester.

3.
Complete the Stafford Master Promissory Note (MPN)

A. You can obtain a MPN by accessing the following website: http://www.amsa.com/
B. Complete items 1-17.
C. Tear off your copy of the MPN. The MPN contains information on your loan terms and responsibilities and must be forwarded to the school for certification.
4. School Certification
Your school must have your completed MPN and SAR to certify your loan. School certification forms are downloadable through the following web site: http://www.amsa.com
5. Loan Guarantee


After all parts of the application are completed and your 


eligibility is confirmed, your loan is guaranteed.

6. Loan Disclosure



When your loan is guaranteed, your lender sends you a Loan 

Disclosure Statement with important information, including 

amount borrowed, interest rates, loan fees and monthly 


payments.

Memorial University requests that all cheques be mailed to 


the school for disbursement. Please cheque with the school to 

inquire if your cheque has arrived upon your arrival at the 


school to begin classes.

Parent Plus Stafford Loans
The federal Parent Plus Loan for Undergraduate Students enables parents and legal guardians with good credit histories to borrow up to the cost of education for dependent undergraduate children who may not be eligible for enough funding to cover their costs. Use it for tuition, room and board, lab expenses, travel (in addition to the Stafford Loan), up to the cost of education. The interest rate is fixed at 8.5%.

· PLUS loans are credit-based, not need based, which means that any parent(s) can apply.

· PLUS loans require no collateral.

· No penalty for early repayment, and consolidating your loans after graduation is easy! 

· Interest may be tax deductible on your federal tax return.

· Completion of the FAFSA Financial Aid Application may not be required (but is recommended).

· Funds are usually disbursed quickly, during the first weeks of the semester.

Graduate PLUS Loan Funding

A new federal loan program, the Federal Graduate PLUS loan is a low interest, federally backed student loan, guaranteed by the US government. Like its undergraduate counterpart, the Grad PLUS Loan can be used to pay for the total cost of education less any aid you’ve already been awarded. Also, like the undergraduate version, eligibility for the Graduate PLUS loan is largely dependent on the borrower’s credit rating and history, as opposed to the purely financial need-based Graduate Stafford Loan.

· A Federal Graduate PLUS Loan allows graduate students to borrow the total cost of graduate education including tuition, room and board, supplies, lab expenses, and travel, less any other aid. 

· These student loans are non-need based. PLUS loans are based on your credit history.

· The FAFSA Free Financial Aid Application is required.

· Interest is fixed, locked in at 8.5%.

· Graduate PLUS loans require no collateral.

· Interest may be tax deductible.

· Grad PLUS loans can be deferred while you are in school.

Repaying your Stafford Loan

Step-by-Step Process

1. What you need to know that you owe



Now that you are leaving school, it is important that you remind 


yourself of your rights and responsibilities regarding federal 


student loans. These loans include:




- Subsidized Stafford Loans



- Unsubsidized Stafford Loans



- Supplemental Loans for Students (SLS – All SLS loans 

were made prior to 7/1/1994)


Your Master Promissory Note (MPN) also contains your Rights 
and Responsibilities. Your MPN is the binding legal document that 
you signed to receive your student loans. By signing that note, you 
indicated your commitment to repay your loans.

2. Stay in touch with your lender


You must tell your lender changes to your:

a. name,

b. address, and
c. telephone number
You must let your lender know if you:

a. Withdraw from school,

b. Drop below half-time enrolment

c. Transfer to a new school

d. Graduate, or

e. Have a change in status that would affect your loan status.
The most important reason for staying in contact with your lender is if you are having difficulty making your student loan payments, there are options to help: deferment, forbearance, or alternate repayment schedule.
3. Planning for repayment
d. Standard Repayment Schedule



- Maximum payment period is 10 years 


(120 monthly payments). Your payment 


will be set up to pay off your loan in that 


period. The more you borrow, the higher 


your payments.



- Minimum payment is $50 per month



- This is the only payment option your 


lender/holder is required to offer if your 


loan was disbursed prior to July 1993.

e. Graduated Repayment Schedule




-Maximum payment period is 10 years 



(120 monthly payments). This can be 



extended annually up to five-year 




additional years if your payments are less 



than your monthly interest costs.




- Payment start smaller (though they can 



never be less than the monthly interest 



accrual) and gradually increase throughout 



the repayment.





- Good alternative if you anticipate your 



income will increase in the future.




- NOTE: You will pay more interest over 



the life of the loan if you choose a 




graduated repayment schedule.

f. Income-Sensitive Repayment Schedule




-Maximum payment period is 10 years




- The amount of your payment chances 



annually based on your expected total 



monthly gross income.




- Your payment cannot be less than the 



monthly interest accrual.




- You can use up to five years of income-



sensitive repayment

Repaying your Loan (continued)


d. Extended Repayment Schedule



Only available to borrowers who 


receive all loans on or after October 


7, 1998 and have a balance of more 


than $30,000 in federal student loan 


debt.

· Maximum payment term is 25 years

· Payments can be either fixed of graduated

1) When Payment Begins

· Subsidized and unsubsidized Stafford Loans: Enter repayment six months after you cease half-time attendance

· Supplemental Loans for students: Enter repayment the day of disbursement, unless deferred until your Stafford Loan enters repayment

· Your lender/holder will advise you of your first payment due date while you are in your grace period. If you do not receive this information, it is YOUR responsibility to contact your lender/holder.


2) Solution for Repayment Problems


Repaying your loan is a very serious obligation. Remember, you are required to make your student loan payments even if you:

· Do not complete your education

· Are not employed upon completion of study

· Do not find employment in your field of study

· Feel that the education your received did not meet your expectations


If you are having trouble meeting your 
scheduled monthly payments, there are 
options to help:



Deferment: A deferment is an 


entitlement of your loan if you meet 


the criteria. There are numerous 


ways to qualify:

· At least half-time enrolment at MUN

· Graduate fellowship program

· Rehabilitation program

· Unemployment

· Economic Hardship

Who pays the interest during deferment?
· Subsidized Stafford loans: Federal Government

· Unsubsidized Stafford loans: YOU
· Supplemental loan for Students: YOU


Forbearance: If you are unable to 


make your scheduled payments, but 


do not meet the criteria to qualify for 

a deferment, the lender/holder may 


allow you to:

· Reduce the amount of your payment, or

· Temporarily stop making payments
For more information on DEFERMENT or FORBEARANCE, contact your lender! Remember to submit all required documentation and continue to make payments on your account while waiting for notification of approval.
What if I have multiple loans and/or lenders?
If you are in this situation, there are some options for your that may make repaying your loan easier:


Combining loans:
· This may be an option for you if you multiple lenders or make the minimum monthly payment on multiple loans.

· This may be possible if you have one monthly payment to one lender.

· In order to combine your loans:


- Determine which lender/servicer 
can best serve you and 


- Request that lender/servicer 

purchase your other loans.

Federal Consolidation Loan:

Through the Federal Consolidation Loan Program, a lender buys all your eligible loans and combines them into a new loan. Consolidation offers both benefits and drawbacks:

· Extended repayment of up to 30 years based on your balance

· One monthly payment

· Fixed interest rate

· Extra interest over the life of the loan, if you choose a longer repayment period

· Loss of eligibility for certain deferments


You must be in your grace period or 
repayment to apply for a Federal 
Consolidation Loan.


If you are interested in this type of loan, you 
should contact your lender/servicer to 
determine if it is in your best interest. If your 
lender/servicer does not provide Federal 
Consolidation Loans, they may be able to 
refer you to a lender who does.

Loan Cancellation
You are generally obligated to repay your student loan, regardless of what happens. GENERALLY FEDERAL STUDENT LOANS MAY NOT BE DISCHARGED OR CANCELLED DUE TO BANKRUPTCY. However, there are a few situations in which your loan may be discharged.

Your loans may be discharged if:

· You die,

· You are permanently disabled (required certification from a physician and is subject to a conditional review every three years),

· Teacher Loan Forgiveness – There is a loan discharge/forgiveness program for teachers meeting certain criteria:


- First loan was made on/after 
October 1, 1998


- Teach in qualifying low-income 
school for 5 consecutive years


- Maximum of $5,000 forgiveness


- Only Stafford Loans (or portions of 
a Federal Consolidated Loans that 
paid off Stafford Loans) qualify.

Contact your lender/holder if you think you may be eligible.

Loan Repayment Programs 
There are certain programs that help borrowers repay loans. These include but are not limited to: The AmeriCorps Service Program (www.americorps.org or (800) 942-2677.

Delinquency and Default

It is very important that you make your loan payments on time. If you are having trouble making your monthly payment, you should immediately contact your lender/holder.

If you fail to make your student loan payments for 270 days, your loan will default. The consequences of defaulting on your loan are very serious and may result in:

· Damage to your credit rating,

· Garnishment of your wages,

· Legal action,

· Court costs and legal expenses,

· Collection charges,

· Loss of deferment eligibility,

· Referral of your account to a collection agency,

· With-holding of your federal Treasury payments (including federal tax refunds, Social Security benefits, etc) and state-income tax refunds,

· Loss of further Title IV financial aid eligibility, and 

· Suspension of your professional license.
