Subject to budgetary approval and to sufficient enrolments, Memorial University will hire
two nine-month teaching appointments in the Department of English during the Fall semester of
2025 and Winter semester of 2026 (August 1, 2025 — April 20, 2026). The minimum
qualification for teaching term appointments is normally a completed doctoral degree in the
discipline, though in some cases a master’s degree in the discipline together with appropriate
teaching experience may be an acceptable qualification. Applicants must submit a curriculum
vitae, evidence of effective teaching, and the names and addresses of three referees.

All qualified candidates are encouraged to apply; however, Canadians and permanent residents
will be given priority.
